Rev, Dr. Gregory L. Spurlock, Jr., a native of Petersburg, Virginia,
has devoted his life to spiritual leadership, community uplift, and
transformative ministry. Dr. Spurlock accepted his divine calling to
preach in January 1995 and was ordained as a Minister at Taber-
nacle Baptist Church in Petersburg, VA.

His pastoral assignment began as he was officially installed as pas-
tor of Lebanon Baptist Church in Surry, Virginia, in 1997 and served
for 14 years. His ministry theme, “Pastor and People United in the
Spirit, Determined to Make a Difference”, became a rallying cry for
spiritual and communal progress.

From 2011 to October 2023, he faithfully served for 13 years as the Senior Pastor of Oak
Grove Baptist Church, the first established “colored” Baptist church in Loudoun County
where his exemplary guidance continues to inspire and empower generations.

Before his appointment at Oak Grove, Rev. Spurlock held several influential roles within the
Baptist community. He served as a Trustee of the Children’s Home of Virginia Baptists, Inc.,
and as Regional Vice President of the Board of Evangelism for the Baptist General Conven-
tion. He currently serves as President of Region Three of the Northern Virginia Baptist Asso-
ciation, continuing his commitment to regional leadership and evangelism.

Dr. Spurlock’s academic foundation includes a Bachelor of Arts in Religion, a Master of Divin-
ity, and a Master of Arts in Christian Education, all earned from Virginia University of Lynch-
burg. He earned his Doctorate degree grom Payne Theology School of Seminary . He is also a
proud member of Kappa Alpha Psi Fraternity, Inc., reflecting his dedication to brotherhood
and service.

In his personal life, Reverend Spurlock shares a loving partnership with his wife of 30 years,
Lottie Casandra Mickens Spurlock. Together, they are the proud parents of three children:
Ivana Daniel, Brandon Jared Tucker, and Gregory Jr.
